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The SAMS Modernization (SMOD) project will result in changes to current State Accounting
procedures and requirements. Additional bulletins will be issued as changes are identified.

The Receipt Deposit Transmittal (C-64) has been changed as follows:
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e The existing 3-digit fields Source and Sub-Source will no longer be used in SMOD. These
legacy system codes were cross walked into SAMS using the SAMS 4-digit field Revenue
Source. In SMOD, the 4-digit Revenue Source will be used to post all revenue transactions
going forward and Source and Sub-Source will be eliminated on the form. The list of 4-digit
Revenue Source codes can be found in SAMS Manual Exhibit 25.50.10-A (see SAMS source
column).

e The agency signature has been removed as it is not required per Accounting Bulletin 263.



e The agency’s contact email address field has been added to the form.
e The order number must be unique for each RDT and cannot be re-used within the same FY.

Between the date of this Bulletin and, December 1, 2023, either the new or the old version of this
form may be submitted. The new form must be used beginning of December 1, 2023, and forward.
Please note that for agencies that submit their deposits via file, the changes to the file have already
been relayed to your agency/SAP. SAP has already implemented these changes.
