The lllinois Department of Revenue has released Booklet IL-700-T for 2025. lllinois
withholding information and tax tables effective January 1, 2025, are presented in this
publication. The State of lllinois individual income tax rate remains at 4.95%, but the state
income tax exemption has increased from $2,775 to $2,850 for the 2025 tax year. The

exemption amounts per pay frequency are provided below. This change is effective for
the January 1-15, 2025, pay period.

Bi-weekly $109.62
Semi-monthly $118.75
Monthly $237.50
